2025 marks a meaningful milestone for Singapore as we
celebrate 60 years of nationhood. It is timely to reflect on how
far we have come together as a community and as a nation.

Value Meals @ South West, which aims to address cost-of-living
concerns by bringing quality, accessible and affordable halal meals
to residents. As part of their Corporate Social Responsibility and in
celebration of SG60, Select Group sponsored vulnerable residents
with credits worth a total of $600,000 to purchase Value Meals from
the vending machines. Residents from the district can also benefit
from the Value Meals, which are affordably priced at $3 and below.
This collaborative effort reflects the CDC's role as an aggregator to
bring together resources through meaningful partnerships.

Mobile Groceries @ South West

Mobile Groceries @ South West is a two-year initiative in
partnership with Hao Ren Hao Shi, a local charity, that provides
vulnerable families with groceries and essential items, while
promoting the spirit of volunteerism amongst youth, families
and communities. Over the past year, the mobile grocery trucks
benefitted some 3,600 vulnerable families with $144,000 worth
of daily essentials. The programme also brought together over
1,500 volunteers with the support of 17 corporate and
community partners and schools.

Supported by learning journeys and workshops, these modules bring
sustainability to life in fun and practical ways. To strengthen these efforts,
South West CDC partnered with National University of Singapore (NUS) to
develop a comprehensive resource pack for educators and students. By
collaborating with schools, corporates and community partners to
nurture the environmental champions of tomorrow, the CDC reinforced
the district's long-term push for a cleaner and greener future, aligned
with the 10-year Sustainable South West Masterplan.

I Am Digitally Ready @ South West is a partnership between
South West CDC, Infocomm Media Development Authority
(IMDA)'s SG Digital Office and Singtel, to combat Singapore's
rising scam threats by equipping residents with essential
digital skills and knowledge on scam awareness through
roadshows, workshops, and sustained Ilearning. This
public-private partnership has evolved from basic digital
literacy into community action. Singtel volunteers create
engaging, interactive videos and act out real-life scam
scenarios that connect with residents through fun and
relatable storytelling. The programme allows volunteers to
share their expertise while building genuine connections with
residents to create a digitally inclusive South West community.

South West Community Job Fairs

As part of efforts to build a localised jobs and skills ecosystem, the
South West Community Job Fairs continue to rove to various
divisions across the district, connecting residents with nearby
employment, training, and upskilling opportunities. Through close
partnerships with employers, community partners and volunteers,
these job fairs offer personalised support such as resume coaching
and interview preparation.

To further enhance last-mile support, South West CDC launched the
goodFriends Network in 2024, in partnership with goodjobs.com.sg
and The Social Equity. The first-of-its-kind community initiative
pairs jobseekers with volunteers, including professionals, business
leaders, and students, who offer both career advice and emotional
encouragement. This caring network helps jobseekers regain
confidence, explore new options, and stay motivated throughout
their job search, especially for those facing greater employment
challenges such as seniors and persons with disabilities.
